As our first full year of operation draws to a close, we desire to thank you for your support both
prayerfully and financially. As my family and I enjoy our decorated home this Christmas season,
completed in 2011 by WCH, we anticipate the many lives that will be touched by WCH in much

With this initial housing project concluded, we took the first steps to becoming our own 501 (c)3
non-profit organization.
